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W e are proud to share the good 
news with our friends: Way Li-

brary has been given the highest rank-
ing, a 5, in the new Library Journal 
Index of Public Library Service. The 
2009 edition of the LJ Index, based 
upon 2006 public library statistical 
data from the Institute of Museum and 
Library Services, was released Feb. 15.  
 
Way Library is the only library in 
Wood County or northwest Ohio to re-
ceive a 5-star rating based on four per-
capita service indicators: library visits, 
circulation, program attendance and 
public Internet computer uses.  
 
With annual operating expenditures of 
$1.6 million, Way was one of only 10 
libraries across the country in its $1 to 
5 million annual expenditure category 
to receive the “5” rating.   
 
Instituted by Library Journal and 
sponsored by Baker and Taylor’s Bib-
liostat Connect web-based statistical 
analysis software for public libraries,

the new Index organizes its 
data into star tiers much like 
Michelin guides.  
 
Of 7,115 public libraries in the 
country which were rated in the Index, 
only 256 earned a 3,4 or 5-star ranking.  
 
Way Director Nancy Kelley pointed to the 
excellent results that Ohio libraries 
posted in the Index. Fifteen Ohio library 
systems received a “5” - more than any 
other state. Ohio libraries have suffered 
state funding cuts in recent years, but 
they have turned to operating levies and 
other sources of income to compensate.  
 
Mrs. Kelley said she is grateful that Per-
rysburg residents recognize the value of 
our library as an information center and 
gathering place. She listed the following 
factors that contributed to Way’s place-
ment: “Community support, friendly staff 
members, state financial support, the 
Friends of Way Library, Library Founda-
tion, and excellent trustees who know 
their role and work well with the staff.”

In a concert supported by the Way Public Library 
Foundation’s Baldoni Fund, Toledo Opera young resi-
dent artists will perform a free concert of arias and 
duets from the operatic repertoire on Saturday, April 
18, at 2 p.m., on the main floor of the library. 
 
The singers, hired through audition in New York, will 
take a break from their Opera on Wheels perform-
ances at more than 60 area elementary schools to pre-
sent this special concert highlighting some of the 
most beautiful music written for the operatic stage. 
The artists are mezzo soprano Abby Powell, tenor Ty-
ler Thompson and bass-baritone Cory Clines.   

Ms. Powell, with bachelor and masters degrees in mu-
sic from the Juilliard School, has performed in a vari-
ety of roles and received awards and scholarships. Mr. 
Thompson is currently an apprentice artist with the 
Sarasota Opera Winter Festival. Mr. Clines has sung 
with the Boston Lyric Opera and was a Utah District 
Finalist in the 2008 Metropolitan Opera National 
Council Auditions.  
 
L. Paul Baldoni (1929-2007) was a long-time Perrys-
burg physician who was a talented photographer, mu-
sic devotee, and an enthusiastic supporter of Way Li-
brary and president of the library board.

Topical Tuesday Apr. 21:  Preservationist/author Bill Speck on the Great Estates 

Historic Perrysburg, Inc., will partner with Way Li-
brary in presenting its 2009 Commissioned Lecture.  
On April 21 at 7 p.m. at the library, preservationist 
William Speck will speak on “Perrysburg Great 
Estates: Surviving in Ever-Dwindling Numbers.”  
 
This lecture will be part of the library’s Topical Tues-
day Series due to its timeliness: Perrysburg’s hand-
some historical properties are threatened; some re-
cently have met with the wrecker’s ball. What can we 
do to protect these endangered examples of our history 
and culture?  

Focusing on the Ford, McKelvey and Frank Stranahan 
estates and sharing many interior and exterior images, 
Mr. Speck will describe the features of these homes 
which are unique and architecturally significant. 
 
Mr. Speck, a resident of New York 
City who is involved in restoration 
work, is the author of the three-
volume “Toledo History and Archi-
tecture.” He grew up in Maumee 
and has a graduate degree in his-
toric preservation from Columbia.    

Reel Talk classic film series will present “Watch 
the Birdie” at 10 a.m. on Thursday, April 9. In this 
comedy, Red Skelton plays three characters- a photog-
rapher, his own father and his grandfather. A film 
scholar will review the film for the audience. 
 
Reel Art@Way on Friday, April 24, at 7 p.m. will fea-
ture “Blame It On Fidel,” a drama about a middle 
class French couple whose 9 year old daughter must 
face the world on her own while her parents dedicate 
themselves to political causes.
